Town Hall to Focus on Future of Meridian’s Parks and Recreation

MERIDIAN — The City of Meridian will host a Town Hall on Wednesday, January 28, at 6:30
p.m., at Meridian City Hall. The public forum will give citizens an opportunity to hear the
outcomes of a series of focus groups and stakeholder meetings held as part of the Parks
and Recreation Master Plan update.
